Achievements
Students benefited from various learning activities during lessons and the activities beyond the classroom. All students rewarded

through the learning experience. Presentations and pair work were provided for students during lessons to develop their potential,
confidence, high order thinking skills and learning interests.

Our school joined the QEF project with Shak Chung Shan Memorial Catholic Primary School, entitled Scaffolding Students’ Self-
learning Skills in Key Stage 1 through the School-based English Curriculum. Through the project, students were more familiar
with using the e-tools. Students could learn English through the apps Kahoot and Nearpod - Time to Climb. Also, teachers
checked students’ understand and as the consolidation through e-tools. P.1 students benefited from various learning activities.

Prospects

The English panels and subject teachers will continue to organize diversity learning experience activities like group activities,
pair work, riddles and apps to develop students’ multiple intelligences and arouse students’ interests during lessons to cater
for learner diversity. Also, two Native English Teachers will be continued employing to enhance the language rich environment.
Performing activities will be organized to students in order to let them take turns to perform on stage to do the performance
to arouse students’ learning interests and confidence. Bravo Time activities will be designed by the subject teachers and NETs
in order to provide opportunities for students to speak in English through the activities. English Music Channel will be carried
on during recess time and English Songs dedication activities will be carried on during lunch time.
